Sections:
10.08.010 
Violation of Regulations.
 Any person who willfully fails or refuses to comply with any lawful order of a peace officer or direction of a fire department officer during a fire, or who fails to abide by the applicable provisions of the following Iowa statutory laws relating to motor vehicles and the statutory law of the road is in violation of this section. Street Use.  Use of streets and public ways shall be in compliance with State Law 
(Section 364.12) and City ordinances.  Public ways and grounds may be temporarily closed by resolution.  
Prohibited and unlawful activity upon open streets and public ways would be to coast, skate, sled, 
rollerblade, skateboard, run or play games.

Vehicles on Sidewalks.  The driver of a vehicle shall not drive upon or within any 
sidewalk area except at a driveway.

10.08.040 
Clinging to Vehicle.  No person shall drive a motor vehicle on the streets of the City 
unless all passengers of said vehicle are inside the vehicle in the place intended for their accommodation.
No person riding upon any bicycle, coaster, roller skates, in-line skates, sled or toy vehicle shall attach the 
same or himself or herself to any vehicle upon a roadway.

Tampering with Vehicle.  It is unlawful for any person, either individually or in 
association with one or more other persons, to willfully injure or tamper with any vehicle or break or
remove any part or parts of or from a vehicle without the consent of the owner.

Open Containers in Motor Vehicles.  Drivers.  A driver of a motor vehicle upon a 
public street or highway shall not possess, in the passenger area of the motor vehicle, an open or unsealed
bottle, can, jar, or other receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage.
(Code of Iowa, Sec. 321.284)

Passengers.  A passenger in a motor vehicle upon a public street or highway shall not possess, in the 
passenger area of the motor vehicle, an open or unsealed bottle, can, jar, or other receptacle containing an
alcoholic beverage.

(Code of Iowa, Sec. 321.284A)

As used in this section “passenger area” means the area of a motor vehicle designed to seat the driver and 
passengers while the motor vehicle is in operation and any area that is readily accessible to the driver or a 
passenger while in their seating positions, including the glove compartment.  An open or unsealed 
receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage may be transported in the trunk of the motor vehicle.  An
unsealed receptacle containing an alcoholic beverage may be transported behind the last upright seat of the 
motor vehicle if the motor vehicle does not have a trunk.

Milling.  It is unlawful to drive or operate a vehicle, either singly or with others, in any 
processional milling or repeated movement over any street to the interference with normal traffic use, or to
the annoyance or offense of any person.
10.08.080
Excessive Motor Vehicle Noise.  No person shall operate any motor vehicle in any 
manner which causes excessive motor vehicle noise, which for the purpose of this section is defined as that 
level or degree of noise caused by or arising from a motor vehicle which exceeds that which is customary,
necessary or reasonable under the existing circumstances, and includes but is not limited to excessive 
motor vehicle noise caused by squealing or spinning tires, operation of defective or non-factory original
equipment type exhaust systems or their component parts, unnecessary horn honking not required by law 
or high volume operation of a motor vehicle’s radio, tape or CD player or Citizen’s Band sound system.

Play Streets Designated.   Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating any street or 
part thereof as a play street, no person shall drive a vehicle upon any such street or portion thereof except 
drivers of vehicles having business or whose residences are within such closed area, and then any said 
driver shall exercise the greatest care in driving upon any such street or portion thereof.

Quiet Zones.  Whenever authorized signs are erected indicating a quiet zone, no person 
operating a motor vehicle within any such zone shall sound the horn or other warning device of such
vehicle except in an emergency.

10.08.110
Funeral Procession.  Upon the immediate approach of a funeral procession, the driver of 
every other vehicle, except an authorized emergency vehicle, shall yield the right-of-way.  An operator of a 
motor vehicle which is part of a funeral procession shall not be charged with violating traffic rules and
regulations relating to traffic signals and devices while participating in the procession unless the operation 
is reckless.
