Where sidewalks are provided it shall be unlawful for any pedestrian 

to walk along and upon an adjacent street.

Use Of Street When Sidewalk Not Provided.  Where sidewalks are not provided 

pedestrians shall, at all times when walking on or along a street, walk on the left side of the street.
10.32.030
Solicitation From Persons In Motor Vehicles.  No person shall stand in a roadway, 

including the roadway medians, curbs, traffic islands, shoulders, or other public property for the purpose of 

soliciting a ride, employment, charitable contribution, or business from the occupant of any vehicle except 

for solicitors approved by the Chief of Police.

Crossing Of Streets.  Every pedestrian crossing a roadway at any point other than within 

a marked crosswalk or within an unmarked crosswalk at an intersection shall yield the right-of-way to all 

vehicles upon the roadway.
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
