M. North A Street from A Avenue to B Avenue, on the east side.

Angle Parking – Manner.  Upon those streets or portions of streets which have been signed or 


marked for angle parking, no person shall park or stand a vehicle other than at an angle to the curb or edge of the

roadway as indicated by such signs and markings.  No part of any vehicle, or the load thereon, when parked within a 

diagonal parking district, shall extend into the roadway more than a distance of sixteen feet when measured at right 

angles to the adjacent curb or edge of roadway.

C. Advertising.  Displaying advertising;

5. Driveway.  In front of a public or private driveway;

11. Excavations.  Alongside or opposite any street excavation or obstruction when such stopping, standing or parking would obstruct traffic;

c.    Exception.  The provisions of this section shall not apply to authorized emergency vehicles.

d.    Violations.  Any violation of this section is a simple misdemeanor and constitutes a municipal infraction.

18. Parkway.   No person shall drive or park any vehicle on any unpaved area located between the street curb or pavement edge, and the sidewalk or right-of-way line.  The City Council may, in cases of demonstrated hardship, allow parking of an automobile or pickup truck in such area if the area is paved with six inches of concrete or such comparable material in a manner as may be approved by the City Engineer. 19. City Parks – City Parks after Closing.  No person or owner of a vehicle shall park or allow a vehicle to be parked upon the grounds of the city parks, as defined in Section 12.44.060, between the hours of eleven (11) p.m. and six (6) a.m.

Handicapped Parking – Generally.  Parking for the use of the physically handicapped is provided as set out in Sections 10.48.080 and 10.48.090.

Handicapped parking – Designation Authority.  The council, by resolution, may set aside special parking places designated only for parking motor vehicles displaying a special identification device issued in accordance with state law.

Compact Car Parking – Definition.  For the purposes of Sections 10.48.110 through 10.48.140, the term “compact” whenever it appears is defined as any vehicle with a wheel base not exceeding one hundred eight inches at an overall length not exceeding two hundred inches.  “Wheel base” and “overall length” shall be determined according to data published by the National Association of Automobile Dealers when available.

Race Grounds Area.  No person shall park a vehicle on any of the following designated streets when races are being held:

A. North I Street, on the east side, from G Avenue to a point five hundred fifty feet south of M Avenue;

B. Green Street, on the west side, from H Avenue to L Avenue.

10.48.280
Calendar Parking Regulations.  No person, except physicians or other persons on emergency calls, shall park a vehicle on any of the following named streets between the hours of two a.m. and six a.m. on the days indicated as follows:

A. High Avenue, on the south side, from 275 feet west of Market Street to Third Street on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;
B. First Avenue, on the south side, from 120 feet west of Market to Third Street on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

C. High Avenue, on the north side, from 275 feet west of Market Street to Third Street on Tuesday and Thursday;

D. First Avenue, on the north side, from 120 feet west of Market Street to Third Street on Tuesday and Thursday;

E. Second Avenue, on the north side, from First Street to Third Street on Tuesday and Thursday;

F. D Street, on the west side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;

G. Market Street, on the west side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;

H. First Street, on the west side, from Second Avenue to A Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;

I. Second Street, on the west side, from Second Avenue to the alley north of First Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;
J. Second Street, on the west side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;
K. Third Street, on the west side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Tuesday and Thursday;

L. D Street, on the east side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

M. Market Street, on the east side from Second Avenue to A Avenue on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

N. First Street, on the east side, from Second Avenue to A Avenue on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

O. Second Street, on the east side, from Second Avenue to A Avenue on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

P. Third Street, on the east side, from High Avenue to A Avenue on Monday, Wednesday and Friday;

Q. Second Avenue, on the south side, from First Street to Third Street on Monday, Wednesday and Friday.
10.48.290
Truck parking.  No person shall park motor trucks, truck tractors, farm tractors, trailers or semi-trailers in violation of the following regulations:

A. Residential District.  Except only when such vehicles are actually engaged in the delivery or receipt of merchandise or cargo, no person shall park or otherwise leave unattended such vehicles on a city street or alley in a residential district.  When actually receiving or delivering merchandise or cargo such vehicles shall be stopped or parked in such a way as to not interfere with other traffic.  Further, such stopping and parking shall be limited to that time necessary for the delivery and/or pickup.  “Engaged in the delivery of goods or services or receipt of merchandise or cargo: is defined as actively loading or unloading such a vehicle.  When actively loading or unloading such a vehicle, the vehicle shall not be unattended for more than fifteen minutes.  However, truck tractors shall be allowed to park on city streets for up to four consecutive hours per day and for up to twenty-four consecutive hours during the weekend.  Such allowed parking however shall not obscure traffic signs and signals from approaching traffic.
B. Prohibited Streets.  No such vehicle shall be left unattended or parked upon any of the following designated:

1. High Avenue, from L Street to E Street;

2. High Avenue, from Third Street to Eleventh Street;

3. Rock Island Avenue, from First Street to Second Street;

4. Ninth Street, from High Avenue to J Avenue.

10.48.305
Library Patron Parking.  The parking lot located adjacent to the public library at 301 South Market Street (the parking lot located on Lots 5 and 6, Block 36, Original Plat) is reserved for the use of library patrons while they are using the library facilities from eight-thirty a.m. until eight-thirty p.m., Monday through Saturday.

10.48.310
Fifteen-Minute Parking.  It is unlawful to park any vehicle for a continuous period of more than fifteen minutes upon the following designated streets:
A. The first four spaces west of Market Street along the east-west access drive for the public library located at 301 South Market Street.

10.48.320
Signs Required.  Whenever by this chapter or any other section of the city code any parking time limit is imposed or parking is prohibited on designated streets or portions of streets it shall be the duty of the Police Chief or City Engineer to erect or cause to be erected appropriate signs giving notice thereof and no such regulations shall be effective unless signs are erected and in place at the time of any alleged offense.  When the signs are so erected giving notice thereof, no person shall disobey the restrictions stated on such signs.

ARTICLE II.  SNOW EMERGENCY

10.48.330
Applicability.  The provisions of this article prohibiting the standing or parking of vehicles on certain designated streets or parts of streets during a snow emergency shall apply when a snow emergency declaration has been issued by the City Manager of his designee.

10.48.340
Declaration.  Whenever snow, freezing rain, sleet, snowdrifts or other natural phenomena create or are likely to create hazardous road conditions or road conditions impeding or likely to impede the free movement of fire, health, police, emergency or other vehicular traffic vital to the health, safety and welfare of the community, the City Manager shall have the authority to declare a snow emergency.  In the absence of the City Manager, his designee shall have the authority to declare a snow emergency.

10.48.350
Public Notification.  The City Manager shall request the cooperation of a local radio station to announce the declaration of a snow emergency.  The provisions of this article prohibiting parking on streets and parking lots shall be effective at a specific time to be stated in the announcement not less than one hour after the initial announcement of said emergency by a local radio station, or upon publication of said declaration in a daily newspaper published in the city, and such notice shall constitute notice to the general public of the declaration of the emergency.
10.48.360
Prohibited Parking.  Streets.  After the time specified in the declaration of a snow emergency, it is unlawful, and a violation of this section, for any person to obstruct the orderly removal of snow from the city’s streets by parking or otherwise leaving unattended any vehicle upon any street or portion thereof.

1. The provisions of this subsection shall be in full force and effect throughout the city when signs are posted on primary or secondary roads at or near their points of intersection with the corporate boundaries of the city stating:

“NO ON-STREET PARKING DURING SNOW EMERGENCY”
2. The City Council may, by resolution, grant exceptions to the snow emergency on-street parking prohibition for any streets or portions thereof where extreme hardship is demonstrated and will not seriously hinder snow removal or traffic.

3. During the period of the snow emergency the parking restrictions of this subsection shall supersede all other parking regulations relating to parking on public streets.

10.48.370
Emergency Route Designation.  Emergency snow routes shall be designated by signs bearing the insignia of a white snowflake on a blue field.  Emergency routes shall be given top priority in clearing accumulated snow.  Parking is permitted only after removal of the accumulated snow from the entire width of the street.

10.48.380
Removal of Parked or Unattended Vehicles.  Any vehicle parked or otherwise left unattended in violation of any of the provisions of this article is declared to be a nuisance per se and shall be subject to removal by the city by means of towing or otherwise.  Any removal and resulting storage of such a vehicle shall be at the expense of the owner or operator thereof.

10.48.390
Termination.  Those streets which are not emergency snow routes shall have parking allowed upon removal of the accumulated snow from the full width of the street.  Whenever the City Manager shall find that the conditions which gave rise to the snow emergency no longer exist, he is authorized to declare the termination of the snow emergency, in whole or in part, effective immediately upon announcement.  When the snow emergency is terminated it shall be lawful to park on those streets in accordance with the regular parking provisions of this title.  The City Manager shall request the cooperation of the local press and radio station to announce the termination of the snow emergency.

10.48.400
Presumption of Responsibility – Penalty.  For purposes of prosecution under this article, if a vehicle is found parked or left unattended in violation of the provisions of this article and the identity of the operator cannot be determined at the scene of the violation, the registered owner thereof shall be prima facie responsible for said violation.  It shall be a misdemeanor for any person to obstruct the orderly removal of snow from the city’s streets by parking a vehicle, or permitting or allowing a motor vehicle owned by such person to be parked, in violation of the provisions of this article.
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
