Designation as Free-Parking Lot.  All municipal parking lots are designated as free 

municipal parking lots and the City Engineer shall cause appropriate parking spaces to be designated on the 

pavement of said lots.
10.56.020
Time Limit.  It is unlawful for any person to leave any vehicle owned or operated by him 

parked in said parking lots for more than eighteen consecutive hours.

Vehicle to be entirely Inside Space.  It is unlawful for any person to park any vehicle on 

said parking lots unless said vehicle shall be placed in such a manner as to be entirely within a designated 

parking space.

Truck to Use Designated Spaces.  It is unlawful for any person to park a truck other

than a pickup or panel truck on said parking lots, except on such lot marked and designated for truck 

parking.

Use of Municipal Parking Lots for Business Purposes.  It is unlawful to park, store or 

place any vehicle, machinery or other goods, wares and/or merchandise of any kind upon any municipal 

parking lot for the primary purpose of storage, exhibition, sale or offering same for sale, without the written

permission of the Police Chief.

Residential Parking Permits.  Any resident of Oskaloosa who lives within the area 

defined by A Avenue on the north, Second Avenue on the south, Third Street on the east and Penn Central

Mall on the west, is eligible to purchase a residential parking permit from the City Clerk.  Said permit will 

allow the vehicle for which the permit is issued to park in any designated eighteen hour city parking lot in 

excess of the eighteen hour time limit as established in Section 10.56.020 of this chapter.  Permits shall be

purchased in time periods and at a fee as shall be established by the City Council.  Permits are not 

transferable to other vehicles without approval by the city and shall not be transferable to another 
individual.  Permits shall be displayed in the manner prescribed by City Council.
