Consider an ordinance amending Chapter 13.08 of the Oskaloosa Municipal Code for the public sewer system – 2nd Reading


	
Explanation:

Staff has been working with FOX Strand Associates to review the city code in order to make changes necessary to facilitate fair and proper use of the sanitary sewer system, specifically for industrial users of the system. The current code does not include several clauses and information which are considered best practices in other cities. Updating the code will add clarity for new industries which may be interested in doing business within the city.

The code revisions in full, with the changes marked, are shown in the attached document. A summary of the effective changes includes, but are not limited to:

· Clarifications and changes to definitions for industrial-commercial wastes, industrial sludge, normal domestic wastewater, Publicly Owned Treatment Works (POTW), POTW treatment plant, and slug loads.
· Adding chapters for excessive discharge and accidental discharges.
· Re-writing chapters defining the city employees right of entry, the restricted discharges, and collection point for sampling.
· Updates to the user charges for non-domestic users, and addition of a rate for oil and grease.
· Changes to methods for determination of quantity used.
· Adding slug load penalties to the extra strength penalties chapter, and revisions to how infractions are applied.
· Removing the chapter on municipal infraction proceedings, as it is now covered by other chapters
· Adding chapters on defining and procedures for significant noncompliance, revocation of discharge permit and termination of sewer service, and emergency disconnection of services

Recommended Action: 
Staff recommends that the City Council approve the 2nd reading of the ordinance authorizing the changes to the Oskaloosa Municipal Code
